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] Safety Precautions

e Before using the product, ensure that you read the safety precautions
described below.

e The safety precautions noted here are intended to prevent you and
other persons from being injured or incurring property damage.

e Be sure to also check the guides included with any separately sold
accessories you use.

& Waming Denotes the possibility of serious injury or death.

e Do not trigger the flash in close proximity to people’s eyes.

Exposure to the intense light produced by the flash could damage
eyesight. In particular, remain at least 1 meter (3.3 feet) away from infants
when using the flash.

e Store this equipment out of the reach of children and infants.

A strap wound around a child’s neck may result in asphyxiation.

If your product uses a power cord, mistakenly winding the cord around a
child’s neck may result in asphyxiation.

e Use only recommended power sources.

e Do not disassemble, alter, or apply heat to the product.

e Do not peel off the label, if the battery pack has one.

e Avoid dropping or subjecting the product to severe impacts.

e Do not touch the interior of the product if it is broken, such as when
dropped.

e Stop using the product immediately if it emits smoke or a strange
smell, or otherwise behaves abnormally.

This could lead to injury or damage the camera.

e Be careful not to subject the screen to strong impacts.
If the screen cracks, injury may result from the broken fragments.

e When using the flash, be careful not to cover it with your fingers or
clothing.
This could result in burns or damage to the flash.

e Avoid using, placing, or storing the product in the following places:

- Places subject to direct sunlight

- Places subject to temperatures above 40 °C (104 °F)

- Humid or dusty places
These could cause leakage, overheating, or an explosion of the battery
pack/batteries, resulting in electrical shock, fire, burns, or other injuries.
Overheating and damage may result in electrical shock, fire, burns, or
other injuries.

e The slideshow transition effects may cause discomfort when viewed
for prolonged periods.

Any battery leakage that occurs may cause product damage.

e Before you discard the battery pack/batteries, cover the terminals with
tape or other insulators.
Contacting other metal materials may lead to fire or explosions.

e Unplug any battery charger used with the product when not in use. Do
not cover with a cloth or other objects when in use.

Charging the Battery Pack

Before use, charge the battery pack with the included charger. Be sure to
charge the battery pack initially, because the camera is not sold with the
battery pack charged.

As a way to conserve battery power, the camera automatically deactivates
the screen (Display Off) and then turns itself off after a specific period of
inactivity.

B, Power Saving in Shooting Mode

The screen is automatically deactivated after about one minute of
inactivity. In about two more minutes, the lens is retracted and the camera
turns itself off. To activate the screen and prepare for shooting when

the screen is off but the lens is still out, press the shutter button halfway
([{26).

B Power Saving in Playback Mode

The camera turns itself off automatically after about five minutes of
inactivity.

e You can deactivate Auto Power Down and adjust the timing of
Display Off, if you prefer ({1126).

e Power saving is not active while the camera is connected to other
devices via Wi-Fi (1197), or when connected to a computer
(M1138).

. Shutter Button

To ensure your shots are in focus, always begin by holding the shutter
button halfway down, and once the subject is in focus, press the button all
the way down to shoot.

Digest movie quality is [E-H—D] and cannot be changed.

Sounds are not played when you press the shutter button halfway

or trigger the self-timer.

Digest movies are saved as separate movie files in the following

cases even if they were recorded on the same day in [f¥] mode.

- The digest movie file size reaches approximately 4 GB, or the
total recording time reaches approximately 29 minutes and 59
seconds.

- The digest movie is protected (LL185).

- Daylight saving time (-1120) or time zone ([11125) settings
are changed.

- Anew folder is created ([[1129).

Recorded shutter sounds cannot be modified or erased.

] Troubleshooting

If you think there is a problem with the camera, first check the following.
If the items below do not solve your problem, contact a Canon Customer
Support Help Desk.

Power

Nothing happens when the ON/OFF button is pressed.

o Confirm that the battery pack is charged (L[118).

o Confirm that the battery pack is inserted facing the correct way (L[119).

o Confirm that the memory card/battery cover is fully closed ((1119).

o Dirty battery terminals reduce battery performance. Try cleaning the terminals
with a cotton swab and reinserting the battery pack a few times.

The battery pack runs out of power quickly.

e Battery performance decreases at low temperatures. Try warming the battery
pack a little by putting it in your pocket, for example, ensuring that the terminals
do not touch any metal objects.

o Dirty battery terminals reduce battery performance. Try cleaning the terminals
with a cotton swab and reinserting the battery pack a few times.

o [f these measures do not help and the battery pack still runs out of power soon
after charging, it has reached the end of its life. Purchase a new battery pack.

Wi-Fi

Cannot access the Wi-Fi menu by pressing the [a] button.

Erase
unneeded connection information from the camera first, and then add new
devices/destinations (I1]122).

e Use a computer or smartphone to register Web services ((11111).

e To add a smartphone, first install the dedicated application CameraWindow on
your smartphone (L[198).

e To add a computer, first install the software CameraWindow on your computer.
Also check your computer and Wi-Fi environment and settings ([11105,

107).

e Do not use the camera near sources of Wi-Fi signal interference, such as
microwave ovens, Bluetooth devices, or other equipment operating on the 2.4
GHz band.

e Bring the camera closer to the other device you are trying to connect to (such as
the access point), and make sure there are no objects between the devices.
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Cannot connect to the access point.

e Confirm that the access point channel is set to a channel supported by the
camera ((1163). Note that instead of auto channel assignment, it is advisable to
specify a supported channel manually.

Cannot send images.

e The destination device has insufficient storage space. Increase the storage space
on the destination device and resend the images.

e The write-protect tab of the memory card in the destination camera is set to the
locked position. Slide the write-protect tab to the unlocked position.

e Images are not sent to CANON iMAGE GATEWAY or other Web services if you
move or rename image files or folders on the computer that received images sent
using Image Sync via an access point (L[1118). Before moving or renaming
these image files or folders on the computer, make sure the images have already
been sent to CANON iMAGE GATEWAY or other Web services.

Cannot resize images for sending.
