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PRECAUTIONS

This appliance can be used by children aged from 8
years and above and persons with reduced physical
sensory or mental capabilities or lack of experience
and knowledge if they have been given supervision or
instruction concerning use of the appliance in a safe
way and understand the hazards involved. Children
shall not play with the appliance. Cleaning and user
maintenance shall not be made by children without
supervision.

. Children under 3 years of age should be kept away

from the appliance unless they are under constant
supervision.

. If the supply cord is damaged, it must be replaced by

the manufacturer, its service agent or similarly qualified
persons in order to avoid a hazard.

This appliance is intended to be used in household and
similar applications such as:

11.Remove all items from pockets before washing/drying,
in particular lighters and matches.

12.The appliance must not be supplied through an
external switching device such as a timer, or connected
to a circuit that is regularly switched on and off by a
utility.

13.The appliance must not be installed behind a lockable
door, a sliding door or a door with a hinge on the
opposite side to that of the device in such a way that a
full opening of the device door is restricted.

14.When the appliance is disconnected from the mains,
the door lock can be opened even if the water level
in the drum is high. Therefore, in any case, check the
water level in the drum before opening the door. If the
water level is high, do not open the door to avoid water
leakage.

15.Do not dry unwashed items.

16.WARNING: Never stop the washer-dryer before the
drying cycle is complete unless all items are quickly
removed and spread out to dissipate heat.

17.In some programs, the maximum volume of dry clothes
is 10 kg (washing) / 6 kg (drying). The recommended
maximum volume for each program may differ.

18.1tems soiled with substances as vegetable oil,
acetone, alcohol, petroleum, kerosene, stain removers,
turpentine, wax and wax removers should be washed
in hot water with additional detergent before drying in
the unit.

Connecting the power supply

2. If the power cord is damaged, it must be replaced by
the manufacturer, service center or similarly qualified
personnel in order to avoid a hazard.

3. After use, remove the plug from the outlet and close the
faucet.

4. Connect the power cord of the washer-dryer to a grounded
power outlet and follow the wiring rules.
